The Beekeeping Research Institute produces Amitraz solution in concentration 125 mg/l,
which is used as an insecticide. ARION® Plus C18 shows much less contamination by final
product, which includes a heavy matrix (aromatic naphtha fraction). Even after many analy-
ses the chromatogram shows a peak with a high symmetry/tailing factor (1.019).
